Plans for the Future

The North Kitsap Education Foundation
provides grants to teachers and staff of the
North Kitsap School District (NKSD) and helps
provide scholarships to many graduating
seniors.

Foundation Awards $5,885 to Teachers

North Kitsap Education Foundation (NKEF) awarded 16 grants to Northpkgsahers. A grant evaluation
committee of NKEF Board and community members evaluated 34 grant &ippscand awarded amounts from
$250 to $610. Due to the generosity of donors we were able to increase the numdneisdfyg45% over last

year and total value of the grants by 55%.

The intent of the NKEF Mini-Grant Program is to provide funding for inrieeand creative learning and
administrative projects unfunded by other means.
